Subject: Supplier's FOC Test Programs Schedule, Tracking, and Performance Requirements. 

Reason for Revision: 

Revise test report due date from completion of testing to report to Verizon from 2 months to 1 month - change made to the "Monthly FOC Performance Summary File" new file attached below.

Reminder Test Reports must contain all test data, i.e.: all readings. This may be provided in a separate addendum that is referred to or pointed to in the primary report. 

Each test plan and test report must contain a separate list of outsourced tests, a summary is required in addition to each test being indicated. The summary is to be placed in the Executive Summary. 

For those GRs that call out a factory audit, i.e.: GR-326 the audit performed is good for 3 years, and can be applied to other product qualifications performed within this time frame. However, applicable specific and discrete tests are still required. 

Categories of approvals: "Low Risk" (if Verizon deems necessary - at Verizon's discretion) specific and unique test plan required; "Conditional Approval": All testing completed and readout of testing completed, but report is pending; "Approval" - test report accepted by Verizon. 

Tracking Folders: One is for all Active files; One is for Closed Files; and one should be for all on Hold Files. 

The following is taken from the first issue of this memo, attached below, and is addressed here for clarification purposes:

16. Test Report Delivery Date (to Verizon) REVISION # 1: Generally one Test Plan, One Report, and One Product., unless a family of products . In this cell insert the report #, Lab, and the date.

17. Accepted By Verizon Date (Receipt email to Supplier). The date that the Verizon reviewer accepts the test report and initials or name of that person gets inserted in this cell. This completes the process, with only Verizon records update pending
