Subject: GR-1435 - Multi-Fiber Connectors (MFC) and End Face Geometry Requirements

Reason for Issuing this Memo: The existing requirements as specified in the current version of GR-1435 are insufficient to ensure an adequate evaluation of Multi Fiber Connectors. The punch list provided by this memo is to be used as the requirements document for qualification of MFCs in a non--hardened configuration. A separate punch list under GR-3152 covers qualification of a hardened (outside plant) MFC. Much of the framework to establish this punch list was based on GR-326. Optical requirements are as specified in the punch list. The end face geometry is based on the IEC draft document that is also included in this memo. The IEC document has been modified for Verizon’s use, if compliance to the document's revised geometry specifications is not adhered to, then the supplier must notify Verizon. It will be the suppliers’ obligation to specify which parameters will not be complied with and to ensure that through intermateability testing that this will not be a problem. A separate intermateability test program will be prepared when required; one is already in place for the hardened MFC
