Subject: Reminder on Mechanical Testing in GR-326 (Angles) and Notice that TR-949 is not used by Verizon.

Reminder:

GR-326 Section 6.3 required that mechanical testing be conducted at 45 and 135 degrees; these angles are in addition to 0, 90, and 180 degrees. All of these angles require test fixtures for the Mechanical Tests, i.e.: twist, flex, etc..

Notice:

TR-949 is not used by Verizon to evaluate Optical Terminals since it is outdated - issued in 1990. The newer and better written with more detail GR-771 is used for both Optical Terminals, Splice Closures, and Terminal/Closure. GR-771 also has additional requirements that TR-949 does not have. GR-771 is supplemented with the Verizon Punch List, which is being stock piled by Telcordia for possible inclusion in future revisions to this GR. 
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
