Subject: Declaration of Readiness by PFOC ITL to proceed with an Audit (Applicable to both: Supplier Lab Locations and ITL Lab Locations)

Reason for Revision: Provide the updated check list used by Verizon during initial lab audits and also provide the checklist used for follow-up audits/surveillance audits.

1.  Initial ITL or Supplier lab audit: The following file plus ISO 17025 are used as the audit criteria and guidelines for conducting the quality aspect of the initial audit. Only ITL's are required to be ISO 17025 registered, supplier labs should be in compliance with applicable sections of the document but are not required to be registered. 
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2. Surveillance Audit, follow-up audit or on site review: The following file is used as the audit guide during a surveillance or follow-up audit. Verizon is required to perform follow - up audits once per year. These audits can be incorporated into other on site meetings, as opportunities to double up are possible.
