Cover Abuse Test
The cover and all associated securing hardware shall be torqued to 30 in/lbs. The hardware shall be untorqued and opened then closed. This constitutes one cycle. This procedure shall be repeated for a total of 50 cycles. There shall be no damage that would effect proper operation or security of the handhole. These samples shall then be subjected to the Thermal Shock Test of section 3.18.2
