Subject:  Notes and Information - Various GRs 

Note: It is intended that these notes and information guidelines be included in GR revisions and new GRs when issued. It is provided at this time to allow for the updating of Test Plans.

1. Factory audits as part of the initial qualification are only required when included in the GR. These audits are part of the test report and plan and are performed by the ITL, not Verizon. 

2. The sample size for GR-771 is effective with this PFOC Memo, is doubled. The current sample size is not adequate. 

3. If a test was audited and approved for one GR, and if the same test is in another GR, then demonstration or auditing of this test is not required. The test must be in the test plan. 

4. A  PFOC ITL can sub-contract out work to a TCP approved lab for Non-optically monitored tests, provided the TCP - ITL has been approved under the NEBS Program for those particular tests. i.e.: UV, Salt Fog. 

5. Include an test equipment accuracy statement in all test reports, and also include error +/-  bars on charts.

6. Re: GR1209/21 - Fiber Integrity testing, general rule is to perform on all ports or as many ports as possible. Justify in test plan/report if less than all ports.

7. Re: Data Reporting - Actual data reported and recorded, then account for connector contribution by adding this to the criteria, GR specification and  Verizon/Contracted Specification. Make a notation on chart and or data summary. 

8. Re: GR-771 - For hermetically sealed units seal verification is performed with 5 psi for 15 min.

9. Re: GR-771, Thermal Cycle configuration of closures and terminals is to simulate field installations with at lease 6 feet of cable on both ends of the unit in the thermal chamber. 

10. All products require all applicable tests required by the particular PFOC Test Program. If a subset test program is possible due to previous testing, then a meeting is required with SIT, the supplier, and PFOC ITL. The product must also be available for review. Verizon SIT will participate one time, subsequent meetings or subsequent inquires from a second, third,.. PFOC  ITL  will not be possible. Therefore if a supplier wishes to bid a particular test program have all interested PFOC ITLs present for the review and agreement meeting. 

11. Full GR Test Programs require sample, configuration and test decisions by the PFOC ITL. It is expected that all PFOC ITLs make these decisions and proceed with testing - no advance SIT approval is required. 

12. Multi-Fiber Connectors, MT type, use GR-326 with IEC - 60874-14 document for end face geometry. GR-1435 is not to be used until revised. If the MT connector is used in a hardened housing for Outside Plant installation, then use GR-3120 - HFOC with the IEC doc. 

13. PFOC Memos are to be used in conjunction with the GRs. If a conflict exists between the PFOC Memo and the GR, then the PFOC Memo is the default and must be followed. All of these memos must be rolled into the applicable test plans. 

14. Test Reports and Plans,  etc must be sent as follows: 1 hard copy and 1 cd to the White Plains office  and  1 hard copy and 1 cd  to the  Baltimore office. Addresses are available on the verizonnebs.com web page. 

15. Since GRs are not up to date we have evolved to use of these PFOC Memos as patches to fill gaps in testing. The plan is to take all or most of this information and use it as the base for several new GRs or as the info to revise existing GRs. If all the GRs were up to date and all existed for new products then these memos would not be required. They are used for expediency to get the test requirements out to the industry. 

16. Re: GR-20 for fiber cables <12 fibers only one 12 fiber cable is required, the low end, if the same design is not required in the test sample. 

17. Re: Fungus readings guide: #0 - ok pass; #1 SIT to review pictures; and #2 and above - replace the plastic.

18. Clarification: GR-3128 Tethered HFOC also applies to a Tethered standard connector. 

19. Re: GR-771 10 foot water head applies to terminal or closures that are used in Handholes or Buried. a 20 Foot water head is required for terminals or closures intended for use in manholes.

20. Re: GR-771, GR-3125, and any other applicable GR where the product is delivered with a cable stub; The test program must be performed on the GR-20 approved cable that is being supplied to Verizon. If the stub changes then additional testing will be required. 

21. RE: GR-20/409 - recommend that a test be developed to qualify cables for use as stubs in stubbed and non-stubbed terminals, FDHs, etc. . An analysis of industry attachment devices for stubbed and non-stubbed terminals, closures, FDHs, etc will need to be part of this test development. 

22. Re: GR-3125, Outdoor FDHs, he environmental Vibration test is the GR-63 Transportation vibration test profile with Optical monitoring B,D,A @ 1625.

23. Re: GR-326 - A connector ferrule change requires requalification, once the ferrule is qualified it can be used in any same type connector. 
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
